Workshop cum Training on Convergence between NREGS & Rooftop
Rainwater Harvesting

Burdwan District is the first district in the State to start Convergence between NREGS
& Rooftop Rainwater Harvesting. A TOT of the 31 Technical Assistants of 31 Blocks was
organised on 30-07-2009 at the District NREGS Cell. AddI District Magistrate & ADPC, DNO
NREGS, Assistant Engineers of NREGS Cell, District Coordinator Sanitation Cell and Master
Trainers were present and imparted the training.

In short, Rooftop Rain Water Harvesting is the technique through which rain water is
captured from the roof catchments and stored in reservoirs. Harvested rain water can be
stored in sub-surface ground water reservoir by adopting artificial recharge techniques to
meet the household needs through storage in tanks.

The Main Objective of rooftop rain water harvesting is to make water available for future use.
In short, the needs are :

To meet the ever increasing demand for water,

To reduce the runoff which chokes storm drains,

To avoid flooding of roads,

To augment the ground water storage and control decline of water levels,
To reduce ground water pollution,

To improve the quality of ground water,
To reduce the soil erosion and
To supplement domestic water requirement during summer and water scarcity.
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4 Nos. of Practical Training Programmes were organised at 4 Block Offices, where
Skilled Masons @ 2 per Block were trained and one Rooftop Rainwater Harvesting Structure
was constructed at the Block Office itself. The programme was as follows :
